1. Insert the reed into the chanter as shown. To avoid e
damaging the reed, hold it ONLY by its wrapped
staple; NEVER by the white blades. Twist reed firmly

into place so that it sits straight.
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2. Carefully slide the blowpipe over the reed
and onto the chanter. If the reed touch
the inside wall of the blowpipe it will not
sound, and may be damaged.
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3. Twist the two pieces firmly together.

If the chanter does not play, the

reed may have come loose.
